Her award-winning show is renowned for its sharp analysis and news commentary. She is also an acclaimed documentary maker. In 2004 Karen won the prestigious Irish ESB Media Award for Best Radio Documentary for her programme on the war on Iraq one year after the US military toppled Saddam Hussein.
